The Commerce City firm acquired its first natural gas-powered truck two years ago and now 
has eight natural gas-powered trucks. Every night, they fill up at the fueling station located 

on East 84th Avenue in Commerce City. 

By December, Alpine said it believes it will convert 30 percent of its fleet to natural gas. 

Eventually, it plans to complete its entire fleet to natural gas-powered vehicles. 
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
